For over 
four decades, her career in film and television has been driven by tireless energy, 
relentless determination and a deep desire to paint landscapes with talented 
members of humanity. She is governed by a work ethic defined by truly caring about 
the artistic process and the spirits involved in bringing life to characters on a page. 
 

Marin began her casting career at Paramount and Warner Bros. Television before 
founding Casting Artists, Inc. in 1989. Since that time she has cast over 100 films 
including acclaimed titles Crazy, Stupid, Love, Drive, Up in the Air, Juno, and the last 
four installments of the Mission Impossible franchise. On the television side, Marin’s 
many credits range from classic hits Alice and Taxi to Amazon’s top-performing series 
Reacher, now in its fourth season. Since 2017 Marin has served as the first-ever 
casting consultant for Skydance Media. She continues to bring a trusted perspective 
and strong sense of integrity to her ongoing collaboration with executives across 
Skydance’s Features, Television and Sports divisions. 
 

In 1991 Marin formed a production company, Bluewater Ranch Entertainment, as 
well as Bluewater Ranch Books. Marin’s first book, The Secret to Tender Pie, 
published by Ballantine Books, debuted on the Los Angeles Times bestseller list, and 
received glowing reviews from the national media.  
 

Marin began her producing career as Associate Producer on 2 Days in the Valley for 
MGM, and went on to serve as Executive Producer on Night at the Golden Eagle;  
Associate Producer on The Deep End (Fox Searchlight); and Co-Producer on The Alibi 
(Sony), The Family Stone (Fox 2000), and the Oscar-nominated Thank You for Smoking 
(Fox Searchlight). In 2013, she was invited to join the Academy of Motion Picture 
Arts and Sciences (AMPAS). Marin is also a proud member of BAFTA, The Casting 
Society of America, The Television Academy and Teamsters Local 399 Casting 
Directors.  
 

She makes her home at Bluewater Ranch in West Marin, California, surrounded by 
wildlife and nature—a lifelong dream realized.
